Students will learn the basics of origami, which include folding technique, and instruction on how to complete 2 Origami shapes: a heart, and a lotus.
	The Intention
Why are you having them do it?

Origami is a great way for students to learn precision and order. Because it has to be folded in a certain order to achieve a result, and the folder must be precise in their actions otherwise the form will not be made correctly
	The Evidence
What artifacts will tell you whether or not your students have met the GLE and learning objective? 

Students will be fulfilling the GLE by completing a heart and a lotus, creases will be flattened and folded with care, and the student will, while they are folding, begin to understand the relationship between the square origami paper and the layers of folds. Students need to recognize the symmetry of the paper to understand how to create Origami forms
